The Year 1998


· Elections are held at the Catholic Education centre to elect two new   Directors to represent Toronto on the Provincial Board of OFCSA

· At the OFCSA AGM IN April, the delegates ratify the name change to the Ontario Association of Parents in Catholic Education (OAPCE). A Toronto Director was elected Vice President
· Later that spring, the Toronto Directors and parent members set up an interim committee to develop the Toronto Region
· That summer the Committee sends a communication to all schools in the Toronto Catholic District School Board (TCDSB) informing them of the elections to be held in the fall for the Toronto Regional Association.  There would be one elected member for each ward and  volunteers delivered ballot boxes and voting slips to all schools in Toronto
· The elections were held in the fall for the Regional Committee ward representation and the Toronto Directors met with the Director of Education

· In the winter the newly elected representatives held an inaugural meeting and elected the executive.  Mr. Patrick Marum was elected President.  The Regional Committee voted to use the name Toronto Association of Parents in Catholic Education (TAPCE).  A by-law committee was struck to develop by-laws for the Committee.  Elections were then held for a new Regional Director.
The Year 1999
· In June TAPCE sent members to the OAPCE conference with a motion to the members to approve a plan to include a parent representative from every Catholic District School Board (CDSB) to become communication liaisons between the Provincial Board and the Parents/Guardians in the local schools. The motion was passed.  A new by-law was passed by TAPCE to host the OAPCE AGM in 2000.  A new Logo was designed for TAPCE.  The TAPCE executive met with the TCDSB Director of Education and the Chair of the Board.
· In September, the Toronto Directors were invited to sit at the central Catholic School Advisory Council (CSAC).  The first TAPCE newsletter was printed and delivered to all schools.  Elections were held for Regional Committee Ward Representatives.  TAPCE members then met with the Minister of Education.

· In September TAPCE hosted the Provincial AGM and a Toronto Director was elected President of OAPCE.  Pat Marum continued as President, Sandra Wilson-Vice President, Christine O’Brien –Treasurer, Robert Selvadurai-Secretary.  Directors to OAPCE were Robert Selvadurai and Mannie Misfud
